Here is an outline of what will be covered during the term. The learning in each area will be linked to the Early Years Foundation Stage for Year R and the National Curriculum for Year 1.  We are finishing our topic of Superheroes over the next few weeks and then it will change to  “Dinosaurs Galore”. Just to remind you know that P.E will still be on MONDAYS and THURSDAYS.  
Could we please ask that birthday invitations are given out before or after school. We are happy to give out any after that if you cannot. In the past we have had very upset children who have not been invited and it is also very time consuming putting invites into book bags. Thank you for your understanding in this matter.

	Personal, Social and Emotional Development
Our Core Learning value this term is Responsibility.  The children will be learning the skills of perseverance, reflection, improvement, problem-solving, managing distractions and being ambitious. 
The class will also be learning about feelings and important relationships including family and friends. There are three key areas; self-awareness, managing feelings and empathy.  The children will have opportunities to explore feelings of belonging and being cared for and how they can hurt other people’s feelings. 
	Communication, Language and Literacy
We will be sharing different types of stories and non fiction books about dinosaurs. We will be continuing to revise all the sounds that we have been learning this year and the children will be introduced to new ways of spelling the same sound such as ow/ou   ee/ea/  ie/igh.  We will also be looking at adjacent consonants such as fl, gr,  mp and nt. The class will also continue to recognise and spell tricky words in order to read and write simple captions and sentences.  Year R will be practising using their sounds and leaving finger spaces between words.  Year 1 will be focusing on placing capital letters correctly and adding joining words such as and, because, so. 
	Mathematical Development
All the class will be learning to count in twos, fives and tens and to identify and continue other number patterns such as counting in threes and fours. 
Children in Year 1 will be learning to say what is 10 more or 10 less than a given number. Year R will be using addition and subtraction symbols to form number sentences. 
The class will be learning to solve problems involving money; working out totals and giving the correct change.

We will be learning all doubles of numbers to at least 10 and to know all pairs of numbers with a total of 10, 20 or 100. 


	Knowledge and Understanding of the World
In Science the children will be learning about plants. We will be naming and identifying a range of plants in our local area.  We will also be looking at the basic structure of plants. We hope to grow some flowers and plants in our sensory garden box. 
The children will be learning about physical and human features of landscapes such as buildings, factories,  mountains and rivers,

The class will be finding out about Mary Anning, a famous fossil hunter.
The Year 1 children will be learning about the Jewish faith.   
	Creative 
Development
They will be looking at the work of Monet and sketching plants and flowers. 
The children will have an opportunity to create and use a dinosaur museum and fossil shop.
The Year 1 children will design and make a dinosaur puppet using a variety of joining methods. 
We will be singing a variety of songs and using percussion instruments to accompany them. 

	Physical Development
The children will be developing basic game playing skills, in particular throwing and catching. 

They will also be doing some invasion type activities where the children will learn simple tactics and will need to outwit their opponent to score. 

In addition we will be practising skipping with ropes and other races such as the egg and spoon race in readiness for Sports day after half term. 
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
